to para-athletes.

WELFARE OF SPECIALLY ABLED CITIZENS

l We will ensure that salaries of Government employees are disbursed 
every month, as opposed to the current quarterly salaries.

l We will distribute health insurance cards to provide cashless medical 
facilities for all Government employees.

l We will empower our ex-servicemen to lead a life of dignity by providing them 
vocational training, low-interest business loans, and affordable 
housing among others. 

GOVERNMENT EMPLOYEES AND EX-SERVICEMEN

l We will establish a Teachers’ Welfare Board which will look into the 
grievances of the teachers.

l We will increase Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan teachers' salaries by ₹5,000 per 
month and pay all teachers regularly within the first week of each month.

l We will introduce regular upskilling courses for school teachers to help 
them keep pace with the evolving education system.

TEACHERS’ WELFARE
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UNORGANISED LABORERS AND TAXI DRIVERS

l We will ensure that all unorganised workers are registered on the E-Shram 
portal.

l We will ensure that there is a periodic revision of the minimum wage for all 
workers in the unorganised sector.

l We will provide accidental insurance cover of up to ₹2 lakh for unorganised 
workers with 100% enrollment under schemes like PM Jeevan Jyoti Bima 
Yojana and PM Suraksha Bima Yojana.

l We will establish Tirot Sing Bhavans as urban shelters for unorganised 
workers with facilities like workmen night shelters, taxi parking, cafeterias and 
leisure spaces.

l We will establish Sanja Manda Sangma Canteens providing locally-made 
nutritious meals for only ₹5 per plate.
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l We will double the per-family annual insurance cap from ₹5 lakhs to ₹10 
lakhs under Ayushman Bharat.

l We will provide a free annual health check-up for every financially weak 
household. 

l We will launch a fleet of 25 advanced life-saving Mobile Medical Units at 
the district level to provide quality health services and doorstep distribution of 
medicines in remote rural areas.

l We will establish Jan Aushadhi Kendras at the block level to ensure 
adequate availability of medicines. 

HEALTH FOR ALL

QUALITY AND AFFORDABLE HEALTH CARE
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l We will initiate the Meghalaya Health Infrastructure Mission with an 
investment of ₹2,500 crores for the establishment and upgradation of 
medical colleges, super speciality hospitals and other health infrastructure at 
all levels.

l We will elevate NEIGRIHMS with state-of-the-art technology and professional 
services that are at par with those offered by AIIMS.

l We will establish medical colleges in Garo, Khasi and Jaintia regions. 

l We will establish a Cancer Care Foundation with an investment of ₹1,000 
crores to provide a better support system for cancer patients and deliver 
affordable treatment.

l We will ensure the establishment of district hospitals as per requirement. 
Additionally, we will increase the number of PHCs and CHCs so that universal 
access to healthcare is provided to all sections of society.

l We will launch a fleet of 100 new 108 ambulances to ensure adequate 
service across the state. Additionally, we will launch a fleet of 200 bike 
ambulances. 

ROBUST HEALTH INFRASTRUCTURE

l We will fill all vacancies for doctors, nurses, lab technicians and 
paramedical staff on priority.

l We will provide additional incentives to all the doctors, nurses and other 
paramedics serving in the remote parts of the state.

MEDICAL PERSONNEL
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ECONOMIC AND 
INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT

l We will constitute the Meghalaya Economic Advisory Council under the 
aegis of prominent economists and industrialists of the nation to make 
Meghalaya a $10 Billion economy. 

ECONOMIC REFORMS

l We will ensure that in the next five years, Meghalaya is ranked amongst the 
top 3 states in the small state category in terms of Ease of Doing Business.

l We will provide all necessary permits to set up a business within 15 days via 
the single window clearance mechanism.

EASE OF DOING BUSINESS
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l We will host an annual Invest Meghalaya Summit to showcase Meghalaya 
as a global destination for investment.

l We will set up two new export-oriented SEZs (Special Economic Zones), 
one for Industries based on local Agricultural produce and another one for 
Consumer Durables, Textile, Plastic and Waste-recycling based Industries. 

l We will develop an IT Park in Tura thereby ensuring equitable opportunity for 
the development of the IT Sector in all parts of the state.

l We will create a Land Bank for entrepreneurs to set up their Industrial or 
Food Processing Units.

INDUSTRIAL INFRASTRUCTURE

l We will establish an MSME Development Centre with a budgetary outlay 
of ₹100 crores which will nurture entrepreneurs from ideation till the 
execution of the business plan.

l We will give preferential treatment to MSMEs owned by Meghalayan 
residents in tenders or purchases made by state government departments.

PROMOTING MSMEs

l We will launch a Meghalaya Handloom and Handicrafts Policy 2023 
aiming at the inclusive growth of the handloom and handicraft sectors in the 
state, including the welfare of artisans.

l We will work towards obtaining GI tags for indigenous Meghalayan 
products of international repute, such as Lakadong Turmeric, Meghalayan 
Textiles, Larnai Clay Pottery and unique bamboo products.

l We will promote the indigenous products of Meghalaya by launching the 
Meghalayan Products Marketing Corporation (MPMC), and opening 
stores under the Global Meghalaya brand which will sell their products in 
partnership with major online retailers.

PROMOTING INDIGENOUS PRODUCTS 
FROM MEGHALAYA
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l We will ensure the scientific mining of coal and bring the coal industry back 
to Meghalaya.

l We will initiate the Meghalaya Mineral Mission to investigate minerals 
available in Meghalaya, such as natural gas, and limestone among others, in 
order to assess their economic potential.

MINES AND MINERALS 
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BASIC 
INFRASTRUCTURE

l We will launch the Meghalaya Road Maintenance and Upgradation 
Programme to upgrade and modernise all major roads in the state over the 
next 5 years.

l We will launch the Meghalaya Last-Mile Connectivity Programme towards 
improving road infrastructure in the 1,692 villages located near the 
international border.

l We will connect all tribal areas to the nearest District Headquarters via 
concrete roads under the flagship initiative of PM Gram Sadak Yojana.

l We will launch the Meghalaya Bridge Scheme to convert all semi-permanent 
timber bridges into permanent RCC bridges.

ROAD CONNECTIVITY
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l We will operationalise the Tura airport and look into developing a new 
greenfield airport in Khasi hills specifically for long-haul passenger flights.

l We will introduce international flights from Shillong to Myanmar and 
Thailand, connecting the state to major destinations across Southeast Asia 
and beyond.

l We promise to launch two new direct helicopter flight routes between 
Shillong and Tura to save time and money for travellers by eliminating 
unnecessary stopovers.

l We will develop 12 Helipads in Meghalaya, one in each of the districts. 
These will ensure consistent air connectivity for the citizens of the state apart 
from providing air services during emergencies or calamities.

AIR CONNECTIVITY

l We will streamline traffic congestion through the construction of 
overpasses and bypasses across the state.

l We will create one multilevel parking in Shillong and 12 multi-storey car 
parking compounds for urban residents, taxis and tourist vehicle operators.

l We will build 2 Inter-State Truck Terminus (ISTT) in Shillong and Tura, which 
will facilitate easy transportation and prevent traffic congestion.

l We will launch public buses as per the requirement by the Meghalaya 
Transport Corporation, along major routes.

MODERN TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT 
AND AFFORDABLE TRANSPORTATION

l We will ensure 100% implementation of the Jal Jeevan Mission and 
connect all households of Meghalaya with tap water by 2024.

l We will, in conjunction with the Central Government, provide affordable 
housing to all under PM Awas Yojana by 2025.

l We will constitute a high-level committee under the aegis of a retired High 
Court judge to check the corruption and inefficiencies in Meghalaya Energy 
Corporation Limited.

l We will overhaul the functioning of the Meghalaya Energy Corporation 
Limited and work towards ensuring a 24×7 supply of electricity within the 
state across the year. 

ENSURING BASIC AMENITIES
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l We will launch a SMART (State of Meghalaya Agri-business and Rural 
Transformation) Village Project with an investment of ₹2,200 crores under 
which: 

We will establish PHCs and CHCs as per the requirement and upgrade 
the existing PHCs and CHCs to ensure hospital facilities to every village;

We will ensure school bus services for all and secondary school students;

We will establish Har Hith Stores, ensuring shopping complexes in every 
village and shopping mall in every village cluster;

We will appoint Banking Correspondents to provide banking services in 
each village;

We will renovate and develop religious complexes in every village 
catering to all faiths;

We will induct minibuses as required to connect every village with public 
transport.

SMART VILLAGE MISSION
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ENVIRONMENT CONSERVATION

l We will encourage novel food-forest concepts and cultivation of low 
volume high-value crops to bring about a reduction in jhum cultivation within 
the State.

l We will increase the forest cover by launching the Green Meghalaya 
initiative, which will include creating a fund for forest management, and 
organising a state-wide tree planting campaign.

l We are committed to making Meghalaya free from landslides and floods by 
launching Mission Mei Mariang to stabilise soil slopes and utilize advanced 
technology to identify and build flood-storage reservoirs. 

l We will end animal trafficking in Meghalaya by creating the Zero Animal 
Trafficking Mission which includes upgrading the Forest Protection Force, 
setting up fast-track courts, and launching a public reporting system to quickly 
respond to wildlife-related events.

l We will launch the Clean Wah-Umkrah River Mission to ensure the 
conservation and rejuvenation of the Wah-Umkrah River.
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
